FURNACE  

1. Set thermostat at 68 de-

grees or lower during the 

day. Consider turning it 

down lower at night. 

2. Close doors and hot air 

registers to unused rooms. 

3. Keep windows and 

doors closed when temp is 

40 degrees or lower. 

4. Immediately close doors 

after exiting and entering 

the townhouse. 

5. Dial down the thermo-

stat to 65-68 degrees 

whenever on vacation or 

away from the townhouse 

five or more hours. 

6. Gas bills are paid by the 

Cooperative from a por-

tion of the monthly carry-

ing charge payments. Mem-

bers can help reduce gas 

usage by doing their part in 

conserving energy.

1. Keep the heat setting 

dialed to average or below.  

2. Do not let hot water run 

or drip needlessly.

Brief Summary  

  Once the center portion of 

the parking lot is cleared, move 

your car(s) so the parking 

space area can be cleared. We 

clear the center portion of all 

lots before we begin clearing 

parking space areas. 

 

Parking Lots (See Map)  

1. Maintenance will clear the 

center portion of the parking 

lots first. 

2. Once the center of the park-

ing lot has been cleared, they 

will honk their horns notifying 

Members to move their cars so 

the parking space areas may be 

cleared. 

3. If a Member does not move 

their car, the spaces along that 

row cannot be properly 

cleared.  

4. Members who habitually fail 

to move their cars, causing an 

inconvenience to their 

neighbors, can be assessed a 

fine and risk having their vehicle 

towed. This is a health and 

safety issue. 

 

Sidewalks 

1. Car bumpers that overhang 

prohibit the sidewalk from be-

ing cleared because the snow 

removal equipment cannot get 

to the sidewalk.  Car bump-

ers are not to overhang the 

curb/sidewalk areas.  

2. . Toys, bricks, stones, and 

other items near the edge of 

the sidewalk must be moved or 

removed so snow removal 

equipment does not strike or 

throw the item(s).  Any damage 

to the items or snow removal 

equipment will be the Mem-

ber's responsibility for repair. 

3. Porches, steps, and the 

approach walk are the
