Maintenance Tip

Just a reminder that only toilet paper is to be flushed down the toilet. The toilets and plumbing are not designed for any other
articles to be flushed into the sewer lines. You will be charged for any service call to remove or clear a drain line if any items other
than toilet paper are found to have caused the blockage. You are also to have your own plunger in case of a blockage. If your toilet is
running, please contact the Office because it has a direct impact on the water bill. Your cooperation is appreciated in this matter. If
you use a toilet cleaner, please only use the toilet cleaner that clips onto the tank, as cleaners that are placed on the bottom of the
tank can cause the toilet to run continuosly. DO NOT use flushable wipes! While the packaging states they are able to be flushed,
our pipes and plumbing are 60 years old, and the regular build-up in our pipes over the years causes these wipes to get trapped in the
pipes and sewer main. The cost to have the sewer main jetted and cleared, plus the professional cleanup to have waste remediated
from basements totals over two-thousand dollars. Thank you for only flushing toilet paper down the toilets!
